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In two weeks, we will be celebrating the Feast 
of Christ the King, the final Sunday of our liturgical 
year, before we begin a new year with the First 
Sunday of Advent.  This year, the feast of 
Christõs Kingship will mark the conclusion of our 
Jubilee Year of Mercy.  I would like to think 
that the past year of reflection on Mercy as the 
face of God, and as a key human virtue will 
have taught us something essential about this 
Kingship of Christ.  In preparation for that, I 
decided to revisit some of the words of Pope 
Francis from the beginning of this òYear of 
Mercyó, from the document calling for this Jubilee 
Year.  He wrote: òWith our eyes fixed on Jesus 
and his merciful gaze, we experience the love 
of the Most Holy Trinity. The mission Jesus  

received from the Father was that of revealing the mystery of divine love in its fullness. 
òGod is loveó (1 Jn 4:8,16), John affirms for the first and only time in all of Holy 
Scripture. This love has now been made visible and tangible in Jesusõ entire life. His 
person is nothing but love, a love given gratuitously. The relationships he forms with 
the people who approach him, manifest something entirely unique and unrepeatable. 
The signs he works, especially in the face of sinners, the poor, the marginalized, 
the sick, and the suffering, are all meant to teach mercy. Everything in him speaks 
of mercy. Nothing in him is devoid of compassion.ò 
 
Next Sunday, we will honor and pay tribute to all those who have served and are 
serving in the Armed Forces to protect democracy and freedom. There will be a 
special blessing and those present will be asked to be a part of our procession 
and stand at the back of the church so the rest of us can thank those who represent 
all,  past and present, serving this country.  Let us keep them all in our prayers.
