òAs Jesus passed by he saw a man born blind. His disciples asked him, òrabbi, who 
sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born blind. Neither,  Jesus answered, he 
nor his parents sinned, it is so that the works of God might be revealed through 
him.ó 
These are the opening sentences of our gospel this morning. Music has always 
been an important part of my life.  I love music, and I recently read a story about 
the author of one of my most favorite hymns, òBlessed Assuranceó. I had the song 
sung at my first mass of thanksgiving as a newly ordained,  and at my 25th  
anniversary of Priesthood.  Fanny Crosby, the author when she was a six week old 
baby, had an eye infection. A man posing as a doctor gave her the wrong treatment 
and within a few days, she was blind. I am afraid, that if that happen to me, Iõd 
be bitter, angry, etc, instead she used the gifts that she had and wrote poems and 
hymns,  8,000 to be exact, one being Blessed Assurance. Like the man in todayõs 
gospel, his blindness was not caused by his parents or by any of his sins, but as 
way that Godõs works could be shown. I pray that tragedy never comes into your 
life, but if it does, remember that everything can be used to praise and glorify 
God! 
Please remember to keep our candidates for the Easter sacraments in your 
prayers. You may have noticed that on the west side of the church, there is a 
frame; this frame is for a portable baptismal font in which we will be able to have 
a submersion of our adults at the Easter Vigil.
